Pool and spa pumps produce high levels of suction, which can pose extreme danger if a person comes in
close proximity to an open pool or spa drain or if a drain cover is loose, cracked, broken or missing.

Pool and spa pumps move large volumes of water, which can pose extreme danger if a person’s hair
comes in close proximity to a drain that is not the proper size for the pump or pumps.

International Building Code (IBC)

Many states and local jurisdictions have adopted the International Building Code which regulates commercial building
projects, including public swimming pools and spas. Section 310.0 addresses Suction Entrapment Avoidance requirements
that regulate public swimming pools and spas.

vacuum relief system that can be either an Approved Gravity Drainage System, or a Safety Vacuum Release System (SVRS)
such as the IntelliFlo® VS+ SVRS pump or a single unblockable suction outlet. ISPCS 2018 prohibits sucton outlets in
wading pools.

PHTA/ANSI/APSP-7 Suction Entrapment Avoidance Standard

The Association of Pool and Spa Professionals publishes many swimming pool and spa related standards, including PHTA/
ANSI/APSP 7 - 2020 American National Standard for Suction Entrapment Avoidance in Swimming Pools, Wading Pools,
Spas, Hot Tubs, and Catch Basins. PHTA/ANSI/APSP 7 is referenced by the iCodes, and is required by some states and
local jurisdictions. It requires all suction outlet fittings (drain covers) to be tested and Listed by a nationally recognized testing
laboratory as conforming to most recent version of ANSI/APSP/ICC-16 2017 Visit www.apsp.org for more information.

POOL PUMP SUCTION REQUIREMENTS

Pump suction is hazardous and can trap and drown or disembowel bathers. Do not use or allow anyone else
to use a pool, spa, or hot tub unless it has at least two (2) suction outlets to each pump suction line (see
Figure 1, Outlets Per Pump, below). Do not use or operate swimming pools, spas, or hot tubs if a suction
outlet cover is missing, broken, or loose. Follow the guidelines below for a pump installation which minimizes
risk to users of pools, spas, and hot tubs.

Entrapment Protection

The pump suction system must provide protection against the hazard of suction entrapment or hair
entrapment/entanglement.

Suction Outlet Covers

All suction outlet covers must be maintained. They must be replaced if cracked, broken, or missing. See Page
vii for outlet cover certification requirements. All suction outlets must have correctly installed, screw-fastened
covers in place.

Outlets Per Pump

Provide at least two (2) hydraulically balanced main drains, with covers (see Figure 1), for each swimming
pool pump suction line. The centers of the main drains (suction fittings) must be at least three (3) feet apart.
The system must be built so that it cannot operate with the pump drawing water from only one (1) main drain
(that is, there must be at least two (2) main drains connected to the pump whenever it is running, see Figure
1). However, if two (2) main drains run into a single suction line, the single suction line may be equipped with
a valve which will shut off both main drains from the pump (see Figure 1).

For existing single drain pools and spas, or multiple main drains located less than three feet (3) apart, a
backup system must be installed, such as the IntelliFlo® VS +SVRS Pump. Other backup systems include,
approved gravity draining systems, or suction-limiting vent.

Water Velocity and Flow Rates

The maximum water velocity through drain covers is limited by some local regulations, for example some
state health departments limit the velocity through public pool drain covers to 1-1/2 feet per second. This
velocity limit is lower than the flow rating provided by the ANSI/APSP/ICC-16 2017 certification, therefore local
limit applies and must be followed. Never exceed the flow rating listed on the cover even if local code does
not provide a velocity limit, see Chart 2 on page 2.
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Piping — General

For new installations, the piping between drains must be sized to limit the velocity to six (6) feet per second. This
limit applies to the branch piping and all fittings between multiple outlets and the tee leading back to the pump. If
code requires a lower water velocity, comply with the code. See the table below for information on pipe size flow

ratings at six (6) feet per second.

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The use of adhesives or other attachment methods that prevent access to suction piping or suction
outlet fitting assembly components requiring periodic servicing is prohibited.

The design flow rate of the pool and spa should be less than or equal to the maximum flow rate indi-
cated on the cover. Any modification that increases the flow rate of the circulation system shall require
reevaluation of the cover/grate and sump to ensure that the flow rating of the Suction Outlet Fitting
Assembly is not

exceeded.

DO NOT USE POWER TOOLS TO INSTALL FASTENERS. Always install the cover screws by hand to
ensure proper thread engagement and to prevent cross threading. When the fasteners have been in-
stalled ALWAYS hand-check the cover for snugness to ensure it is properly secured to the sump. DO
NOT OVERTIGHTEN THE FASTENERS. The fasteners should never exceed a maximum torque of
15 inch-pounds. Overtightening the fasteners could cause cover to become cracked or broken, which
may result in severe personal injury or death.

Skimmers, gutter drains, and other overflow systems may not always be operational and could divert
all the pump(s) flow through the SUCTION OUTLET FITTING ASSEMBLY suction system, therefore
the flow capacity of these systems shall not be included when evaluating an individual suction system
flow rating.

Always check SUCTION OUTLET FITTING ASSEMBLY components and fastener receptacles to
make sure they are clean and free of debris or obstructions during installation of cover and fasteners.

The flow rating for pools with multiple, blockable SUCTION OUTLET FITTING ASSEMBLYs piped
ogether in one body of water without isolation valves shall be determined by combining the flow rating
of all SUCTION

OUTLET FITTING ASSEMBLYs, minus the flow rating of one. If the flow ratings of all SUCTION OUT-
LET FITTING ASSEMBLY's are not equal, subtract the flow rating of the SUCTION OUTLET FITTING
ASSEMBLY with the highest flow rating.

Regularly inspect all drain covers for cracks, damage and advanced weathering. If a drain cover becomes loose,
cracked, damaged, faded, discolored, broken or is missing, close the pool or spa immediately, post a notice and keep
the pool or spa closed until an appropriate ANSI/APSP/ICC-16 2017 certified drain cover is properly installed. Drain
covers deteriorate over time due to exposure to sunlight and pool chemicals. This drain cover must be replaced within
seven (7) years from installation (or earlier if the cover becomes damaged in any way).

If a mud ring is used, the finish holding the ring into place must be inspected regularly and if cracked or broken around
the mud ring close the pool or spa immediately, post a notice and keep the pool or spa closed until the plaster can be
repaired.

Any field modification made to this drain other than what is described in this installation manual is strictly prohibited and
will void the SUCTION OUTLET FITTING ASSEMBLY certification and product warranty.

No modifications, adaptations or alterations shall be made to the structure or flow path of this SUCTION OUTLET
FITTING ASSEMBLY. Any changes are strictly prohibited and will void the SUCTION OUTLET FITTING ASSEMBLY
certification and product warranty.

The drain covers and all other SUCTION OUTLET FITTING ASSEMBLY components, including fasteners, should be
observed for damage or tampering each operational day and replaced if missing, cracked or broken. All SUCTION
OUTLET FITTING ASSEMBLY components shall be replaced at or before the end of their service life. The designated
service life begins the month and year in which a SUCTION OUTLET FITTING ASSEMBLY component is installed,
with or without water.

1. In order to evacuate the lines during the winterization process it is recommended that a 2-Way shut-off
valve be installed on each suction branch-line preceding the main-line feeding the pump (Figure 22).

2. Between the 2-Way shut-off valve and the drain, install a Tee fitting with a 2 inch threaded branch. This
will allow a 2 inch threaded plug to be removed later during the winterization process (Figure 23).

Ensure the suction line coming from main-drain is shut off.

Remove the 2 inch threaded plug (Figure 23) and replace it with a 2 inch thread by 1.5 inch slip reducer bushing
(Figure 24).

Install and secure a plug containing a air valve into the 1.5 inch slip portion of the reducer bushing.

With the main-drain valve closed, blow out the main-drain line for a minimum of 30 seconds. This will provide an
airlock in the line and prevent water from freezing in the pipe.
